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Daytona North Man Arrested After Foot Chase

A Daytona North man who was wanted on three outstanding Flagler County felony warrants attempted to avoid capture Tuesday evening when Sheriff’s deputies found him at a local bar in Bunnell.

Gregory Wright, 48, of 5607 Cypress Avenue, was spotted by deputies walking north from the Beer House, headed to a nearby convenience store around 7 p.m. When deputies identified themselves, Wright refused to stop and began running. K-9 Handler Deputy Fred Smith and K-9 Tag located him in a wooded area several blocks from the bar. K-9 Tag tracked him into the woods and bit him. Wright was treated for a bite wound to the ankle.
Deputies were attempting to arrest Wright on warrants charging him with false imprisonment, battery domestic violence and assault domestic violence. Thoese charges stem from a Saturday evening incident at his Cypress Street home.

Deputies responded to the home around 8:53 p.m. in response to a report of a physical disturbance. Wright’s girlfriend told deputies that she and he had gotten into a fight about a cat being in their bed. She said Wright became angry and aggressive, chasing her and threatening to kill her.

The victim said Friday night, Wright became aggressive, grabbing her arm and slapping her on the side of her head. Deputies reported the woman had a large black and blue mark on her upper right arm.The 55-year-old victim told deputies Wright threw her around the bedroom, at times grabbing her by her ankles. The walls were damaged during the disturbance, she said.

The girlfriend told deputies that two nights early, on Thursday, Wright had held her against her will in the Cypress Street home and repeatedly slapped her in the head and temple. He would not allow her to use the telephone, she said.
Deputies reported that when they made contact with Wright at the residence Saturday evening, he denied touching or threatening the woman. Deputies informed Wright that he was being arrested for false imprisonment, battery and assault. He responded that he couldn’t go back to prison, before fleeing on foot into a wooded area where deputies lost sight of him.

A tip provided through Crimestoppers Tuesday evening led deputies to the Bunnell bar in search of Wright. He was additionally charged with violation of probation and a second count of resisting arrest without violence.

“The crime tip allowed us to take a violent man off  the streets and put him away from the community,” said Flagler County Sheriff Donald W. Fleming.

He was being held without bond Wednesday afternoon at the Flagler County Inmate Facility.
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
