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Jacksonville Man Arrested For Lewd and Lascivious

Flagler County Sheriff’s deputies arrested a 49-year-old Jacksonville man for lewd and lascivious molestation of a 14-year-old girl who was reported as a runaway from the Orlando area.

Todd Blanchard, 1218 Hick Road, was arrested following a traffic stop on I-95 around 3:14 a.m. for a faulty headlight. Deputies said the 14-year-old girl was sitting in the front passenger seat of the vehicle. 
“This was a significant traffic stop. We were able to recover this young girl and take a menace off the streets,” said Flagler County Sheriff Donald W. Fleming.

Blanchard initially identified himself as Scott Blanchard from Wisconsin and provided a warning he had received in Orlando for the faulty headlight. When deputies questioned him further, Blanchard became nervous and was unable to tell them what county he was from in Wisconsin.

Deputies discovered Blanchard’s passport next to luggage that belonged to the juvenile girl when they searched for the juvenile’s identification.  The passport identified him and his Jacksonville address. A check of his Florida license showed his license had been suspended several times since 1995 and he had no current driver’s license.

Deputies then attempted to determine the identity of the juvenile who first claimed to be 19-years of  age. The girl eventually told deputies her birthdate and deputies were able to confirm that she was a juvenile who had been entered as a missing runaway since October 11.

While talking to deputies, the juvenile said that just prior to being stopped by law enforcement officers, Blanchard had been masturbating and had been fondling the teenager’s breasts.

Blanchard also was charged with felony driving with a suspended license, interference with custody and obstruction of justice.

He was transported to the Flagler County Inmate Facility where he was being held Thursday in lieu of $80,000 bond on the charges.
Deputies notified the Florida Department of Children and Families as to the recovery of the missing juvenile. She was later released to the custody of her mother.
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
