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FCSO Needs Assistance In Locating Teens
The Flagler County Sheriff’s Office is seeking the public’s assistance in locating two Palm Coast teenagers who have been reported as missing and may have been abducted from their home on Ocean Crest Drive in The Hammock of Palm Coast around 7 p.m. today.
An Amber Alert has been issued for:
Danielle Annis, 17, who is 5 foot, 2 inches tall and weighs 115 pounds. She has brown hair and hazel eyes. She was last seen wearing black nylon sweatpants with a white stripe down the side.

Amanda Hunt, 15, who is 5 feet, 1 inch tall and weighs 96 pounds. She was last seen wearing white denim short, a taupe colored shirt and possibly wearing gold colored sandals or black flip flops.
A telephone text message from one of the girls indicated they may have been abucted as they walked through an area parking lot.

The girls are believed to be traveling in a silver 2011 Volvo that was taken from the parking lot of The Club at Hammock Beach on 200 Ocean Crest Avenue.
