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FCSO Hosting Crime Prevention Night
A nationwide move to fight crime will be launched Tuesday, August 2. The Flagler County Sheriff’s Office is partnering with Target and the Flagler County School District to promote “National Night Out’ with a local event from 5 to 8 p.m. on the campus of Flagler Palm Coast High School on State Road 100.
Target is a national sponsor of this event that is organized by the National Association of Town Watch. 
“I am pleased to be able to partner with Target to bring this event to our community. This is a great opportunity to get a “Neighborhood Watch” movement started in Flagler County where our residents can participate in protecting their neighborhoods,” said Flagler County Sheriff Donald W. Fleming.

Deputy Byrne will be at the “Neighborhood Watch” booth. Residents can meet with him and Neighborhood Watch Captains to find out how to organize a “Neighborhood Watch” in their community. Flagler County currently has 37 active “Neighborhood Watch” groups.
“We are inviting residents and local merchants as well. This is a crime prevention event that can benefit our commercial districts with some valuable information,” said Sheriff Fleming.
